This month’s special file examines “The Strategic Importance of Jask Port”. The Jask 
port, which is located in the east of the Strait of Hormuz in the Oman Sea, represents 
a great significance for Iran with its geopolitical and geoeconomic location in terms 
of economy-military and energy security. Due to the strategic position of the port, the 
Tehran administration is trying to develop the port and turn it into one of its energy and 
commercial hubs through several infrastructure projects. This study tries to examine 
the strategic, economic, and military importance of the Jask port, its potential role for 
China’s String of Pearls strategy, the possible outcomes of the investments in the Jask 
port, the port’s significance for the energy security of Iran and China, and the worries 
of Iran and other regional countries towards the issue. The findings of the study include 
completion of the Goreh-Jask oil pipeline project for the development of the relevant 
port, China’s plans to invest in the Jask port in the scope of its 25-Year Cooperation 
Agreement with Iran, and the possibility of China establishing its second overseas 
military base in Jask to ensure its energy security.
